0 Layout

v/ 1/8" Bleed when art extends off of the mat
/ Critical elements at least 1/4" inside mat’s edge

Q Image Resolution

Image resolution MUST be 300ppi or higher. EVERY
file used to create the final piece MUST be included
and editable. This includes linked or placed files.

v/ Save images at 300ppi/dpi, sized to 100%
v/ Save images as .psd, .tif, .eps, or .ai files
v Include editable versions of all files

v For Sublimation: at least 18pt serif, 12pt sans-serif
v For Offset and UV Ink Jet: at least 8pt

v All reversed type set to bold

v/ Convert all fonts to outlines/curves

v Include all Screen & Printer fonts

v/ Standard corner radius is 3/8" (.375")
